North Gateway Sign installed and dedicated April 19, 2013.  Had a large turn out for the dedication. That accomplishment completes the 2003 Grant.  CCC working with WSDOT to get a draft contract with cities or county for beatification work on the Gate Way sign locations. Ken will continue to follow thru with this project. 

Adopt-a-highway trash cleanup held April 20 between mile posts 84 and 86.  Birdie will contact WSDOT rep.  and check on status of signs identifying CCC and their placement location.   Suggest that highway be cleaned three times a year but too hot in the middle of summer so will schedule next clean up in Sept or Oct. 

WEB SITE is up and running.  Mark and Birdie are working on getting all the information needed and posted.  Birdie will contact Computer Solutions to see how to link town and organization links.  We need pictures with captions of points of interest along the CCC.  Mail any information to Mark. Susie at Warden Development Council will get information on new Canola Plant.

2005 Grant committee met and are working on wording for Kiosks and how the money in the Grant will be spent.  Need a committee to get the signs done on state highway #155 and loops.  

Need written guide lines for cities.  Kiosks Committee will meet again in the future. 

Ken Caylor working with several cities to get the CC NSB extended to include a loop covering the area between Connell, Washtucna,  Ralston,  Lind and Warden. This will include more of the Ice Age Floods features and include a portion of the Mullan Road.
