Ken Caylor is working on expanding the Coulee Corridor by establishing a loop from Othello - Connell - Kahlotus - Washtucna (spur to Palouse Falls) Hooper - Benge - Lind and back to Warden and the CCC.   Most towns welcome the addition. 

Dee Caputo invited any of the CCC members to attend a planning Forum to be July 24 at Big Bend Community College ATEC Building. She will send more details to Tim.
