The meeting was called to order by Chair, Tim Alling at 12:04 pm.

Introductions were made.

The Secretary position is still open.  Barb Caylor volunteered to take the minutes for this meeting.

Barb Caylor will have the Othello Community Museum open 1 pm-5 pm during the Othello Sandhill Crane Festival to be held on March 27, 28, & 29 in Othello.

Rick Heiberg informed the group there will be a meeting Monday, March 23 at 3 pm in the Fire Station on Main Street in Coulee City.   The discussion will be the future of the park.

John Moody reported the Moses Lake Museum & Art Center has a speaker serie scheduled for 2015.  All talks are at the Civic Center in Moses Lake. ‘The Camp Without A Fence’ on Japanese Interment-April 2, 7pm.  ‘Harvest Heritage’ on crops of the Pacific Northwest-April 30, 7 pm.  ‘The Longest Journey’ with Jack Nisbet-May 21, 7 pm.  The Audubon Society is doing an educational program through the schools with 3rd-6th grades on birds.

Susie Barr reported the Lion’s Club is hosting the annual Easter Egg Hunt Saturday, April 4 at the high school football field.

Roger Krug said that Connell will have their Easter Egg Hunt April 4.
Denis Felton reported that Dry Falls Visitor Center has re-opened March 1.  June 20 will be the Ice Age Floods Festival at Dry Falls Visitor Center.  He also stated that Potholes State Park is now officially a park within the Coulee Corridor Area State Park system.
